The market index changed on 1 October 2021. The previous index was a weighted
composite benchmark index as described in the SIPO (“3. Investment objective and
benchmark”) dated 28 December 2022. The new index is independently administered and
widely used to compare funds in New Zealand. The manager also considers that the new
market index is more appropriate for measuring changes in the market in relation to returns
on the assets that the Fund invests in. As a result of this change, the market index annual
return is calculated using the previous market index for the period from 17 August 2020 to 30
September 2021 and the new market index from 1 October 2021.

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Angela had $10,000 in the fund at the start of the year and did not make any further
contributions. At the end of the year, Angela incurred a loss after fund charges were
deducted of $270 (that is -2.70% of her initial $10,000). Angela did not pay any other

charges. This gives Angela a total loss after charges and tax of $273 for the year.
